Education Session

Assistant Attorney Generals Don Schmid and Ron Johnson answered the following Open Meeting Law questions:

· Q –Can a Commissioner post to a public listserv? 
· A – Yes it is ok when there isn’t a quorum of Commissioners on the listserv where discussions take place regarding business matters.

· Q – Is posting information regarding what took place at a Commission meeting to a listserv that another Commissioner is a member of a problem?
· A - No, if you are posting information only.

· Q - Is it different when communicating with the body we regulate? 
· A – Open Meeting Law applies to the Commission not who you regulate.

· Q - If items posted on a listserv are forwarded to other Commissioners by someone other than the person who did the post, is that violation?
· A - No, you didn’t gather those Commissioners to communicate and discuss business.
· Q – Can a Commissioner meet with Commissioners individually to discuss business?
· A – The problem is if you discuss business with a quorum of members outside of a public meeting, then it is a violation.
· Q –How many Commissioners can be contacted without violating a quorum? 
· A – 7, but it is not advised
· Q –Does this refer to the quorum of the Commission as a whole or the quorum of the subcommittees?
· A – This would apply to the quorum of a subcommittee as well as a quorum of the Commission. Business has to happen in public. Two people could be a quorum when related to that subcommittee. You can talk about other things but it could be perceived by someone observing as a violation even if the communication was innocent. Be careful.
· Q – Under Open Meeting Law, can the Commission Chair or Chair of a committee vote? (Parliamentary procedure says the president remains neutral)
· A – Unless otherwise stated in the Commission’s Statutes, a Chair of the Commission or Chair of a committee can vote.

Spoke on behalf of Joy Marks, AZRID Chairperson for the Educational Interpreter Committee and Interpreter Trainer for ASDB/Desert Valley Region –
· Chairperson and Commissioners I am aware that there are questions regarding standards for qualifications for K-12 Educational Interpreters. The AZ Department of Education has authority to establish minimum qualifications for school personnel around the state. Such as there is a rule for educational interpreters. I would be glad to email you a copy of the rules and if invited in the future to share information about it. The rule applies to the entire state and is enforced by the school districts and department of education. It is not optional.

The Board already discussed changing that to teaming but still issues are coming up like your team showing up late or running to the bathroom or stepping out to take a call. Am I going to lose my license if that happens? Please provide us with further guidance.

Sunset Review – Language changes in statute

Would like input from board regarding changes that need to be made to our statutes.

The following recommendations were made:

· Change membership to add a Deaf-Blind Representative

· Change membership to revise the name of the Registry of Interpreters for the Deaf

· Representative to become Licensed Interpreter Representative (this recommendation is the result of the ArizonaRID Board and ACDHH meeting)

· Give more authority to the IAC, have more interpreters involved in the decision making process. Could envision separate licensing board either completely separate or report to ACDHH as an oversight body.
· Commissioner Ramos strongly disagrees with this proposal.

· Application

· Commissioner Bolduc explained the development of the application

Allocation of remaining interpreter training funds

Previous allocations were made for interpreter training. The Committee was informed by Lynn Wakefield that the Tri-lingual feasibility study funds will not be sufficient to conduct the study. The Committee chose not to act on the recommendation to re-allocate funds at this time.
